POSITION DESCRIPTION
Background

After three years of negotiations, Sudan’s government and main rebel group in Southern Sudan (Sudan Liberation People’s Movement/Army – SPLM/A) signed comprehensive peace accords on January 9 to end more than 21 years of civil war. But as Khartoum makes peace on one front, another violent conflict persists in Western Sudan.
 

Open warfare erupted in Darfur in early 2003 when two loosely allied rebel groups, the Sudan Liberation Movement/Army (SLA) and the Justice and Equality Movement (JEM) attacked military installations. The rebels, who seek an end to the region’s chronic economic and political marginalization, also took up arms to protect communities against the government-backed militias (“Jingaweit”) recruited among groups of Arabic extraction. Militia attacks and a scorched-earth government offensive have led to looting, indiscriminate killings, and massive displacement.
 

The situation in Darfur is acknowledged to be a humanitarian crisis of the first order. According to the UN’s Humanitarian Profile (# 9 – dated Dec. 1, 2004) an estimated 2.39 million people are displaced out of a population of 6.5 million within Darfur, and more than 200,000 have crossed the border into neighboring Chad.


Introduction
The Office of U.S. Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA) is the office within the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) that is responsible for providing non-food humanitarian assistance in response to international crises and disasters. OFDA is part of the Bureau for Democracy, Conflict, and Humanitarian Assistance (DCHA). OFDA is organized into three divisions, under the management of the Office of the Director. The Disaster Response and Mitigation (DRM) Division is responsible for coordinating with other organizations for the provision of relief supplies and humanitarian assistance.  DRM also devises, coordinates, and implements program strategies for a variety of natural and human caused disaster situations. DRM hires sector specialists to provide technical expertise in assessing the quality of disaster response. The Program Support (PS) Division provides programmatic and administrative support including budget/financial services, procurement planning, contracts and grants administration, and communication support for OFDA’s Washington and field offices. The Operations (OPS) Division develops and manages logistical, operational, and technical support for disaster responses and administrative support to all offices and operations. OPS maintains readiness to respond to emergencies through several mechanisms, including managing Search and Rescue (SAR) Teams, Disaster Assistance Response Teams (DARTs), and Washington-based Response Management Teams (RMTs).

The Field Officer will be a part of the Disaster Assistance Response Team in the Darfur Region of Sudan.
OBJECTIVE

USAID has determined that OFDA needs to recruit multiple Field Officers for the Darfur DART to meet its program objectives.  The Field Officers provide a critical on the ground link to implementing partners and other U.S. government programs.
STATEMENT OF WORK

The Field Officer will be assigned by DCHA/OFDA to the DART in Sudan for a period of eleven months.  Deployments to Darfur will be in increments of three (3) months.  Time between deployment will be charged to earned annual leave or leave without pay.  S/he will be based in one of three DART field offices in the Darfur region (El Fasher, Geneina, or Nyala), where s/he will conduct field assessments of damage and the needs in the affected areas; monitor the effectiveness of relief activities conducted by the affected country, United Nations (UN)/ non-governmental organizations (NGOs) / private voluntary organizations (PVOs) / international organization (IOs), and other donor countries; make recommendations on areas of focus for US Government (USG) relief efforts; and provide written assessment reports to the DART Information Officer.

Specific Responsibilities:
-  Coordinate U.S. Government support of emergency humanitarian assistance in conjunction with United Nations agencies, IOs, and NGOs/PVOs operating in Sudan in response to the Darfur disaster.

 -  Monitor food, logistics, infrastructure, health, water, sanitation, NGO and local organizational capacities, and the role of the United Nations in providing humanitarian assistance to the victims of the Darfur crisis.

-  Review and monitor distribution plans and activities of relief organizations and reports on the overall coordination and command structure, and its effectiveness.

-  Monitor the work of DCHA/OFDA-funded UN/NGOs/PVOs/IOs and other donors to ensure that identified needs are met.

-  Provide guidance to UN/IOs/NGOs/PVOs regarding OFDA guidelines for submitting grant proposals, review submitted proposals and make recommendations to the Senior Program Officer (SPO).

-  Monitor the use of U.S. Government provided commodities throughout the affected areas by visiting project sites, collection centers, and displaced persons camps, as well as reviewing and verifying information in UN/IOs/NGOs/PVOs reports.  Monitor the end use and control of USAID/DCHA/OFDA funded property. 

General Responsibilities:

-  Work without direct supervision for extended periods of time. 

-  Participate with the key DART members in setting priorities and implementing policies.

-  Identify and assess the humanitarian assistance requirements of the victims, including target groups, their locations, existing relief programs and make recommendations for the types of interventions necessary.

-  Assist with monitoring health, water, sanitation, UN/IO/NGO/PVO and local organizational capacities in providing humanitarian assistance to the victims of the Darfur crisis.

-  Maintain a daily liaison with UN/IOs/NGOs/PVOs, International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), and other organizations/agencies regarding humanitarian activities/actions.

-  Collect and consolidate emergency humanitarian information and provide it on regular basis to the DART Information Officer.

-  Operate DART communications and equipment and operate a 4-wheel drive, standard shift vehicle in cross-country conditions.

-  Assist U.S. Embassy staff with humanitarian assistance matters as required.

-  Submit situation reports, assessment reports and end of tour report whenever necessary.

-  Perform other duties as assigned by the DART Team leader.

SUPERVISORY RELATIONSHIP:  The Field Officer(s) will report directly to the DART Team Leader or his/her designee. 

SUPERVISORY CONTROLS:  The incumbent is expected to take initiative and act independently with little direction and will have wide latitude for the exercise of independent judgment in responding to humanitarian emergencies as part of  the DART.  The supervisor will provide administrative direction in terms of broadly defined goals and objectives.

BASIC REQUIREMENTS:  Candidates not meeting all of the basic qualifications and selective factors are considered NOT qualified for the position. 

Five years of progressively responsible experience in emergency relief and humanitarian assistance, and a bachelor’s degree with significant study in or pertinent to the specialized field (including, but not limited to, international relations, economics, food policy or a related field) or country.  Experience must include on-the-ground field experience in needs assessment, analysis, emergency relief program operations, or post-emergency rehabilitation aid.

OR 

Four years experience in emergency relief and humanitarian assistance, and a masters degree with significant study in or pertinent to the specialized field (including, but not limited to, international relations, economics, food policy or a related field) or country.  Experience must include on-the-ground field experience in needs assessment, analysis, emergency relief program operations, or post-emergency rehabilitation aid.

QRF #4
Additional experience in design and management of emergency relief and humanitarian assistance programs, beyond the minimum number of years required by the Basic Requirements section of this solicitation;
QRF #5
Demonstrated experience liaising with diverse portfolio of representatives, officials and stakeholders to coordinate U.S. humanitarian relief programs in a complex emergency. Such liaison experience is not limited to embassy staff, NGO/IO representatives, state and local officials and delegations;

Direct work experience in preparing reports, field assessments and program evaluations.
